The German Bundestag (Parliament) may decide: To change the responsibilities of the youth welfare office.

Change SGB VIII § 42 “Taking children into care”

Change SGB VIII § 8 a “Protection order with the endangerment of children’s wellbeing”

There must be a court order before taking children into care.

Transparency, legal advice, clarification, securing assistance for self-help.

To create an independent “family protection committee” with oversight of and above the level of the youth welfare office.

A checking of the facilities must be carried out with the help of the inclusion of the claimant.

Please justify your petition!

On April 22, 2008 my daughter Nina was taken into care due to an unchecked statement by an outside informant. Since then I am not allowed to see my child on my own. The youth welfare office initiated 4 court hearings until I finally lost custody. During this process the youth welfare office ignored laws and my family was harmed. During the period of 20 months there was no assistance implemented to keep the family together. Today Nina is a stranger to us. I ask for remedy of these responsibilities of the youth welfare office in order to secure the protection of the family unit and the children.

I am not an individual case!

I founded an initiative (betroffene-eltern.com) and met many affected parents. Daily the youth welfare office takes children into care and the parents and children are defenceless towards this action. 

This is a matter of public interest.

I refer to the GG (basic law) Article 3 paragraph 1 and the necessity to create an independent  “family protection committee” with oversight of and above the level of the youth welfare office which checks the action of the youth welfare offices and if necessary hardens penalties.

The family protection committee is a financially independent Appeals Board. The committee consists of 5 members: 1 prosecutor, 1 lawyer for family rights, 1 affected mother, 1 affected father, 1 affected child (from 21 years up). New members will be elected every one to two years. 

The committee processes complaints of affected parents. The input will be checked within 2 days. If it is clear after checking that the youth welfare office/social worker ignored rights and regulations, then the responsible person will be investigated and if necessary liable to discipline or penalties. 

A quality dialogue about the work of the facilities  (foster homes, etc.) takes place once a year with the responsible senate administration and the family protection committee. It is  mandatory to include the claimant, the parents, with the quality check. For this purpose the senate administration is assigned to send postage-free to all claimants of the past 3 calendar years a questionnaire with the following questions:

1. Which facility/foster home do you occupy?

2. How did it come to this action?

3. Have you chosen this accommodation?

4. Are you pleased with this accommodation?

5. Has your initial situation and the situation of your children improved by this action?

6. Do you have suggestions of improvement?

The committee is assigned to especially pay attention to whether a suspicious interaction between social worker, caretaker, guardian ad litem, therapists and other doctors as well as assessors, custodian and other participants probably exists. The suspicion is sufficient to initiate a criminal investigation. 

During this investigation the responsible participants will be released from participation in  further procedures which means, for instance, that that particular assessor or guardian ad litem is not appointed by the court. Regarding doctors and therapists the responsible kassenärztliche Vereinigung (Association of Statutory Health Insurance Physicians) is informed.

We must protect children and weak people from the uncontrolled power of the youth welfare offices.

If the youth welfare offices are finally controlled, child protection and family protection for affected childen and parents is guaranteed.

Our government has been blamed and requested 4 times by the European Parliament to solve this grievance in our country.

The European Parliament has made clear that Germany must solve this problem on its own. 

We, the people, are Germany and can have an influence together with this petition to the Bundestag.

This petition needs (within 40 days) 50,000.00 signatures in order to obtain hearing in our Bundestag (Parliament).

Article 17 basic law

(Petition right)

Everybody has the right, individually or in association with others to address in writing requests and complaints to the responsible places and the representatives of the people.

§§§

Article 17a basic law

(Restrictions on fundamental rights with soldiers)

(1) Laws about military service and alternative service can determine that for the relatives of the armed forces  and alternative service during the time of military service or alternative service the basic law to express and distribute the opinion in word, written and picture  freely (article 5 paragraph 1 phrase 1 first clause), the basic law of the freedom of assembly (article 8) and the petition right (article 17) as far as the right allows, submit requests or complaints in association with others,  are restricted.

(2) Laws which serve the defence including the protection of the civilian population can determine that the basic laws of freedom (article 11) and the inviolability of the home (article 13) can be restricted.
